1784.1, 1785, 1786, 1787, 1788, and 1789, and added Sections 1777.4, 1784.2, and
1785.1 of Title 14 of the California Code of Regulations. The Department considers
each of these revisions to be sufficiently related changes as defined in California Code
of Regulations, title 14, section 42.
